FOR NEW DEA REGISTRANTS

STEP 1. Apply for your state medical and/or controlled substance licenses/registrations.

O Apply for your state license and state controlled substance license (if required) and have them available.

Note: Federal registration by DEA is based on applicant’s compliance with applicable state and local laws.

STEP 2. Gather your application materials.

[0 Contact your superior or agency officer to verify that your laboratory is exempt from paying the DEA registration fee.
Federal, state and local government officials, including those in the public health laboratories, are exempt from the DEA

registration fee.

Note: Contractor-operated institutions are not exempt from the fee.
